Welcome and Introduction
Welcome to the Whitley County Veterans Treatment Court.  This handbook is designed to be an overview of what to expect as a participant in Veterans Treatment Court (VTC).  It provides a basic outline of the program and is a resource to turn to for the many questions you may have as you move through the program.

As a participant of the Veterans Treatment Court, you will be expected to follow the instructions given to you by the judge and the Veterans Treatment Court team.  You will also be expected to follow all supervision and program rules and complete the treatment plan developed by you and your assigned treatment agency.

We encourage you to share this handbook with your family, significant other, and clean and sober friends, who are all an important part of your recovery process.  If you have additional questions, please ask any member of the Veterans Treatment Court team.  
History and Purpose
The Whitley County Veterans Treatment Court program began preparation in 2014 for the implementation of a Problem Solving Court in Whitley County.  The Veterans Treatment Court has a purpose of helping participants achieve total abstinence from drugs and/or alcohol, be diverted from prison or jail, and to have a more satisfying law-abiding life.  The Veterans Treatment Court is designed to reduce re-arrests, promote self-sufficiency through employment and education, and to help you remain in the community as a productive and responsible member of society by diversion from prison or jail.  The Veterans Treatment Court program is voluntary on your part.  You must want to participate in this program.  The judge, court staff, supervision officers, treatment counselors, and other team members will guide and assist you, but the final responsibility is yours.  You must be motivated to make these changes and commit to a totally sober and healthy life.
The program involves working jointly with the court, community supervision, treatment providers, the Veterans Health Administration, Veterans Benefit Administration, veterans service organizations, service officers, and other key team members, all dedicated to your recovery.  You will not be sent to prison or back to jail if you comply with the conditions of the program and graduate.  Our team will be working with you towards successful completion of the program, but what choices you make and the amount of effort you give will ultimately be your decision. 
It is important that you understand the long-term commitment required by this program.  You will become involved with support group meetings, attend substance abuse treatment (if indicated), participate in mental health treatment (if indicated), be subject to strict community supervision, submit to random drug testing, and make regular appearances in court.
Frequently Asked Questions
How long do I have to be in treatment court?
The Whitley County Veterans Treatment Court program is 12-24 months in length, with the average participant spending 18 months in the program. The program is divided into four separate phases which carry different supervision requirements.  Those phases will be discussed with you at the time of your orientation with the coordinator.  The treatment court judge determines when you have successfully completed all requirements. 
How much will it cost? 
All persons enrolled in the Whitley County Veterans Treatment Court will be assessed a user fee in the amount of $100.  The fee is payable to Whitley County Community Corrections.  There is also an additional $25 transfer fee for out-of-county referrals.  Drug test fees range from $20-$80 per individual test, and you are responsible for your own drug testing fees.  The standard cost for the chemical test is $20; however, the need for a more comprehensive panel, for additional substance testing, will increase the cost of the test up to a maximum amount of $80.  
Fees for treatment services are determined on an individual basis and collected by your treatment provider. Your ability to pay may be reassessed at any time during the course of your participation. Every participant is expected to contribute financially to the cost of treatment services and drug testing. Payment of fees is a requirement of Veterans Treatment Court just as attendance and abstinence from drugs and alcohol is a requirement. Some private insurance plans and programs will assist in the cost of treatment services.

Why should I participate?
Your participation in treatment court is voluntary and it is encouraged that you discuss it with your family and your attorney/public defender before making a decision. The benefits of participation include becoming drug and alcohol free, education, job training, and other community resources. 

What if I fail to complete the treatment court requirements? 
In order to participate in the program, you must sign a plea agreement admitting guilt to your current charges. If you fail to complete the requirements, the judge may terminate you from treatment court and then sentence you on your charges. Your attorney will discuss this with you in further detail. 

What are my alternatives?
If you choose not to participate, your case will be prosecuted in the usual manner. 
I want to participate, now what?
If you choose to participate, then you will need to fill out the VTC application and submit proof of military service.  If you are found to be legally eligible, further evaluations will be scheduled to assess your individual needs. These will be conducted by the VTC coordinator or case manager.  The Veterans Justice Outreach Coordinator (VJO) may need to perform a clinical screening as well.  Substance abuse and/or mental health evaluations will be conducted by individual service providers at a later date, if you are not already active in services.  If found to be eligible for VTC placement by the judge and the VTC team, a Participation Agreement will be signed and filed with the court, and you will officially be ordered into the program.
Eligibility Criteria
Whitley County Veteran’s Treatment Court (VTC) will provide services to felony and misdemeanor offenders who meet eligibility criteria as follows:

1. A diagnosable substance dependence and/or

2. A diagnosis of Post-Traumatic Stress and/or other non-psychotic mental health disorder and/or

3. A Traumatic Brain Injury that doesn’t result in an inability to benefit from treatment and/or

4. At least 18 years of age

5. A veteran or service member of any branch

6. A military discharge of “Honorable” or “General” (“Other Than Honorable” to be decided case by case)

7. Admission is authorized by the VTC Judge

8. A resident of Whitley County, or a county bordering Whitley County

9. An offense committed in Whitley County (Huntington County and Kosciusko County referrals also accepted)

Those who are not eligible for participation include:

1. Those with a serious mental illness (psychotic) or brain injury resulting in an inability to 

    benefit from treatment as determined by a DMHA (or certified, licensed, or accredited by 

    an equivalent) mental health provider.

2. Those with an offense outlining Sex Offenses, Murder, Dealing, Trafficking, Robbery, and 
    Batteries with a degree of Level 5 or higher.

3. Those with a pending criminal case in another jurisdiction.  An exception will be made 
    only if a referral has also been received from that county's prosecuting attorney.

Whitley County VTC will not discriminate on the basis of race, sex, gender, religion, national origin, ethnicity, disability, age, sexual orientation, marital status, socioeconomic status, or political affiliation.

Individuals may be referred a variety of ways; however, if that individual is entering under deferred prosecution, the Whitley County prosecutor (or the prosecutor from the originating county) will determine if an individual is suitable to be screened for possible program placement.  A Referral Form and completed Application must also be submitted.  Once that determination has been made, if permission is granted by the prosecutor, an appointment will be scheduled with the VTC coordinator and/or case manager to complete a screening interview and comprehensive assessment.  The defendant will also be informed of program rules, goals, and expectations.  That information is compiled and presented to the VTC team and VTC judge for official eligibility determination.  Eligibility determinations are made on a case-by-case basis with due consideration given to the available local treatment and problem-solving court resources.  Eligibility documentation will then be filed with the court and the defendant and/or defendant’s attorney will be notified as well. 
Individuals applying to the VTC may also need to schedule an appointment with the Veterans Justice Outreach Coordinator (VJO) and/or the Veterans Service Officer (VSO), depending on his/her current status with the VA.  Persons admitted to the VTC must meet eligibility guidelines outlined by the I.C. 33-23-16.
Veterans Court Requirements
As a participant in VTC, you must agree to comply with the following program requirements:

1. You shall obey all laws of the City, County, State, and Federal Government.  

2. You shall not associate with anyone who is violating a criminal law.

3. You may operate a motor vehicle only if you have a valid driver’s license. 

4. You shall support your dependents and comply with any court order of support. 
5. You must be a resident of Whitley County or a county bordering Whitley County. 
6. You must notify your VTC case manager / Community Corrections office within 48 hours of any changes in employment, residence, and/or telephone number, including any contact with law enforcement.  You must cooperate with any ongoing investigation by law enforcement. 
7. You shall obtain permission from the court before leaving the state of Indiana.  You shall waive extradition to the state of Indiana and voluntarily return to this state and appear before the court when so ordered by the court.

8. You shall work faithfully at a suitable employment, faithfully pursue a course of study or vocational training that will equip you for a suitable employment, or make every effort to obtain employment, if physically / mentally able to do so.

9. No alcohol, drugs, or intoxicating substances are to be consumed or possessed.  No alcohol is to be in the home at any time.  Prescription medication may only be taken in the manner prescribed by a physician.  You shall report any prescription medication to your case manager.  No Delta or CBD related products may be consumed or possessed.  It is advised that food containing poppy seeds and OTC medications or products that have alcohol listed as an ingredient should not be consumed.  Be aware of what you put in your body, as these items cannot be used as a defense in regard to a positive drug screen. 
10. You shall not possess drug paraphernalia or any devices for the ingestion of illegal substance into the human body. 

11. You shall not enter into any establishment where alcoholic beverages or mood altering substances are the primary product for sale. This includes liquor stores, bars, taverns, pubs, night clubs, casinos, and head shops. 

12. Any request for a substance abuse test must be submitted to, and you are responsible for the cost of it.  A failure, refusal, or tampering with the sample is a violation.  Any dilute specimen will be considered a violation.  Drug screen results are admissible in any subsequent VTC hearings.  Veterans Court participants must submit to drug testing as ordered by the court. Drug testing may occur on regularly scheduled days or you may be called to report for drug testing within that business day. Positive drug screen results will result in sanctions from the court. Failure to report for drug testing or drug screens that show evidence of tampering or dilution will be treated as a positive screen. If the results of a breath test are challenged, you will be required to submit to a certified breath test at the Whitley County Sheriff’s Department.  You will also be responsible for calling into the drug testing hotline or checking in online on a daily basis.  Drug testing fees range from $20-$80 per test, depending on the type of test administered.  The standard cost for the chemical test is $20; however, the need for a more comprehensive panel, for additional substance testing, will increase the cost of the test up to a maximum amount of $80.  
13. While you are on VTC supervision, you, your home, your motor vehicle, or any other place where your personal property may be found may be subjected to search with or without reasonable cause or suspicion.  You shall cooperate with any Community Corrections staff, Probation staff, or law enforcement officer working on behalf of the VTC to facilitate these searches.  By signing these rules, you are agreeing to this term.

14. You shall permit the designated VTC team member to visit you at your home, school, work, and elsewhere.  You agree to waive your right against search and seizure.  You shall permit a Field Officer or any person acting on his/her behalf, which may include a K-9 dog, to search without reasonable cause or suspicion your home, your motor vehicle, or any place in which your personal property may be found.  If a Field Officer has reasonable suspicion that other parties in the residence are in illegal possession of a substance and/or weapon, that person may be subject to search and seizure as well. No alcohol, drugs, paraphernalia, prohibited knives, or deadly weapons are permitted in your residence.  It is policy to dispose of any contraband found on property or confiscated from a participant.  Under no circumstance will contraband be returned.
15. You shall not use, purchase, receive, or possess a firearm, ammunition, destructive device, prohibited knife, stun gun, or deadly weapon.  

A “prohibited knife” is defined as an instrument that: (1) consists of a sharp edged or sharp pointed blade capable of inflicting cutting, stabbing, or tearing wounds; and (2) is intended to be used as a weapon. The term includes, but is not limited to, a dagger, dirk, poniard, stiletto, switchblade knife, gravity knife, or Chinese throwing star.  

A “deadly weapon” is defined as (1) a firearm or anything manifestly designed, made, or adapted for the purpose of inflicting death or serious bodily injury; or (2) anything that in the manner of its use or intended use is capable of causing death or serious bodily injury.
16. You shall report to your case manager when requested, you shall be truthful with him/her at all times, and you shall follow staff directives. Your case manager may provide you with information on group meetings, self-help meetings, employment opportunities, education programs, and other community resources. You should contact your case manager whenever you have questions about the Veterans Treatment Court requirements. You should contact your attorney regarding legal matters related to your participation in Veterans Court or if you have a question about your case. The Veterans Treatment Court office is located at 351 W. Plaza Drive, Columbia City, IN 46725, and office hours are Monday-Friday from 8:00am-4:30pm.
17. You shall participate in a risk assessment and successfully complete any recommended programming and/or treatment.  This includes attending all individual/group sessions with your treatment provider and self-help meetings if instructed.  Attendance of treatment sessions is a requirement in order to successfully complete VTC.  If you miss a group session due to illness or a death in the family you must provide the court with appropriate documentation. Work, lack of transportation, or lack of childcare is not an acceptable reason for missing group.  It is recommended that you exchange phone numbers with other group members in the event you need transportation to or from group, court, etc. 
Self-help meetings include, but are not limited to, Alcoholics Anonymous and Narcotics Anonymous. You may be asked to show documentation of meeting attendance to your case manager. You may obtain information from your treatment counselor regarding meeting times and locations. Often times other group members are willing to provide transportation to and from these meetings.  Participation in these meetings may also be subject to a referral from your case manager or treatment provider. 
18. You shall be in compliance with fees owed to VTC in an agreement developed with your case manager.  Veterans Treatment Court participants are expected to pay the costs of fees associated with, but not limited to, a $100 Administrative Fee for Veterans Treatment Court, a $25 Transfer Fee for out-of-county referrals, and drug testing fees.  You will be expected to pay your treatment costs as set up by your treatment provider. If you have concerns about your ability to pay for services, please discuss this with your treatment provider.  If placed on a specific monitoring program (Work Release, Home Detention, Soberlink / TRAC Solutions), participants will be subject to those fees as well. Any credit or overpayment on accounts at the termination or successful completion of your case is nonrefundable.   
19. You shall attend court on a weekly, bi-weekly, or monthly basis, as determined by risk level and/or specific phase that you are in.  Treatment court participants must report to court regularly to discuss their progress in the program. Participants who comply with the treatment court requirements will receive incentives and recognition in court. Participants not in compliance with the treatment court requirements will receive sanctions (see examples below). 
You are required to attend all court sessions as scheduled and be on time.  This not only includes your Veterans Treatment Court session itself, which will be Thursdays at 3:00pm, but also your Peer Support Group session that is held prior to court at 2:30pm. Failure to report to these court appointments may result in the court issuing a warrant for your arrest.
You are expected to look respectable in court.  This is to include wearing pants/shorts that are clean and without stains, holes, or frays (nice jeans, khakis, or dress slacks/shorts).  No sweatpants or athletic shorts are allowed.  Shirts must be either a button up collared shirt or polo.  Shoes must be closed toe (no sandals).   Failure to report to court dressed appropriately may result in a sanction.
20. You shall sign the Whitley County Veterans Treatment Court Participation Agreement. The participation agreement is a legal document that you must sign in order to enter Veterans Treatment Court. Your signature indicates that you understand and agree to all of the terms of the treatment court. You must review this document with your attorney or the public defender assigned to you. If you agree to participate in treatment court, you and your attorney will submit the participation agreement to the court for the prosecutor’s and the judge’s signature. If you are terminated from or withdraw from treatment court, you will be sentenced by the judge.  If you have questions about this process, please contact your attorney.
Incentives and Sanctions
Compliance with program rules will result in rewards, or incentives. Failure to comply may result in sanctions.  Incentives and/or sanctions will be given at court hearings, and may also be addressed at case management meetings.
Incentives – Upon the recommendation of the judge and Veterans Treatment Court team, participants may be given rewards or incentives for compliant behavior.  Incentives are distributed when the participant has accomplished a specific goal or achievement that reduces the risk of substance use and/or criminal behavior. Some examples of compliant behavior are continued sobriety, active participation in treatment, obtaining gainful employment or promotions at work, and attending required court appearances. Incentives may include, but are not limited to:
· Praise from the judge

· Verbal praise from the VTC team
· Reduced supervision

· Promotion to next phase 

· Recognition in court / Applause

· Gift cards

· Free drug screen tickets

· Certificates of progression / completion
Sanctions – Upon the recommendation of the Veterans Treatment Court team, the judge may impose sanctions for non-compliant behavior.  Sanctions are negative consequences or the removal of incentives in order to deter substance use and criminal behavior. Participants are educated upon admission of the program of the consequences for noncompliant behavior. Non-compliance is addressed in court with appropriate graduated sanctions. Sanctions imposed for positive urine screens will intensify for the continued failure of drug screens. Sanctions may include, but are not limited to: 
· Increased supervision (Soberlink, TRAC Solutions, Home Detention, Work Release)
· Homework assignments

· Extension of current phase
· Flash jail

· Day reporting

· GPS monitoring

· Call in curfew
· Community service
Jail Sanctions – Jail sanctions range from, but are not limited to, 24-72 hours.  Jail sanctions will be made in the best interest of public safety.  

Therapeutic Adjustments – Therapeutics adjustments may be made if setbacks or relapses occur.  These include changes in programming, increased services and/or frequency of appointments, and referrals or re-referrals to treatment when needed.  Therapeutic adjustments will involve consultation and input from treatment providers, as determined on a case-by-case basis.  
Drug Testing Collections Procedure
You will be drug tested at a minimum of 2 times per week and are expected to report to Whitley County Community Corrections (351 W. Plaza Drive, Columbia City, IN 46725) for drug screens unless otherwise directed by Veterans Treatment Court staff.  You will be expected to call per the policy below on a daily basis to determine if you are to report for a drug screen.  
Daily Testing Instructions
-You will call Abbott (drug testing company) directly at 800-494-1250 and enter your designated Call-In Code / PIN.  You will then be instructed, by an automated system, whether you are required to test that day or not.

-The Drug Testing Notification system may also be accessed on your phone or computer at drugtestcheck.com.

-If you are to submit a to a drug screen, you are to report to Community Corrections, during the designated testing hours (8am-9pm), that same scheduled day.  Report to the Residential Work Release entrance for all drug screens.  Please remember that these tests must be observed by a Whitley County Community Corrections staff member.  

-Whitley County Community Corrections will not be responsible for instructing you if you have a test, and you will need to call Abbott directly each day to find out.  In the event that the system could not be reached or was busy, you must continue checking the system until you get through.

** Failure to call in on a daily basis or submit to a drug screen in the allotted time frame may result in a sanction against you.  A dilute screen may also be counted as a 

POSITIVE drug screen.  Drug screen results are admissible in any subsequent hearings.**
Phases of Veterans Treatment Court
The following is a description of each phase of Veterans Treatment Court.  Each phase of the Veterans Treatment Court program carries supervision requirements for you which may vary depending on your risks and needs as indicated by the Indiana Risk Assessment System (IRAS).  Phase Applications must be submitted and reviewed prior to consideration for level progression.  Advancement from phase to phase is ultimately determined by the judge, but it is also based upon recommendations from the VTC team as well. Participants must complete all required phases in order to graduate.  The following is a description of each of the phases and requirements.
Phase 1 Expectations (minimum of 60 days)

· Attend treatment as required and remain in compliance with the treatment plan.

· Submit to drug and alcohol testing as required.  These may be in the form of urine, saliva, and breath tests.

· Remain current on all fees.

· Comply with home visits.

· Engage in contact Veterans Treatment Court mentor(s).

· Comply with engagement with the Veterans Justice Outreach (VJO) and Veterans Service Officer (VSO).

· Submit medications at case management meetings for pill counts as instructed.  Medications should be submitted in the original pill bottle.  If participants are prescribed a narcotic, they will sign a general release form to communicate with prescribing doctor.

· Refrain from entering a liquor store, bar, tavern, pub, nightclub, casino, or head shop.

· Attend case management meetings as instructed and be on time for appointments.
-Low Risk participants will be scheduled weekly for the first 30 days, then bi-weekly after that.  Moderate & High Risk participants will be scheduled weekly.
· Attend Court Hearings and Peer Support Groups as instructed.  Be on time and dressed appropriately. 

-Low Risk participants will attend weekly for the first 30 days, then bi-weekly after that.  Moderate & High Risk participants will attend weekly.
· Be sober and drug-free for a minimum of 30 consecutive days.

Phase 2 Expectations (minimum of 120 days)

· Attend treatment as required and remain in compliance with the treatment plan.

· Submit to drug and alcohol testing as required.  These may be in the form of urine, saliva, and breath tests.

· Remain current on all fees.

· Comply with home visits.

· Engage in contact with Veterans Treatment Court mentor(s).

· Comply with engagement with the Veterans Justice Outreach (VJO) and Veterans Service Officer (VSO).

· Submit medications at case management meetings for pill counts as instructed.  Medications should be submitted in the original pill bottle.  If participants are prescribed a narcotic, they will sign a general release form to communicate with prescribing doctor.
· Refrain from entering a liquor store, bar, tavern, pub, nightclub, casino, or head shop.

· Address education, employment, housing, budgeting, and finances with the case manager if needed.

· Address pro-social activities with the case manager.

· Attend case management meetings as instructed and be on time for appointments.
-Low Risk participants will be scheduled monthly.  Moderate & High Risk participants will be scheduled bi-weekly.
· Attend Court Hearings and Peer Support Groups as instructed.  Be on time and dressed appropriately. 

-Low Risk participants will attend monthly.  Moderate & High Risk participants will attend bi-weekly.
· Be sober and drug-free for a minimum of 60 consecutive days.

Phase 3 Expectations (minimum of 180 days)

· Attend treatment as required and remain in compliance with the treatment plan.

· Submit to drug and alcohol testing as required. These may be in the form of urine, saliva, and breath tests.

· Remain current on all fees.

· Comply with home visits.

· Engage in contact with Veterans Treatment Court mentor(s).

· Comply with engagement with the Veterans Justice Outreach (VJO) and Veterans Service Officer (VSO).

· Submit medications at case management meetings for pill counts as instructed.  Medications should be submitted in the original pill bottle.  If participants are prescribed a narcotic, they will sign a general release form to communicate with prescribing doctor.

· Refrain from entering a liquor store, bar, tavern, pub, nightclub, casino, or head shop.

· Address education, employment, housing, budgeting, and finances with the case manager if needed.

· Address pro-social activities with the case manager.

· Plan and implement a social support network.

· Attend case management meetings as instructed and be on time for appointments.
-Low & Moderate Risk participants will be scheduled monthly.  High Risk participants will be scheduled bi-weekly.  

· Attend Court Hearings and Peer Support Groups as instructed.  Be on time and dressed appropriately. 

-Low, Moderate, and High Risk participants will all attend monthly.
· Be sober and drug-free for a minimum of 90 consecutive days.

*Participants may be eligible for program completion at this point, if the following criteria is met:

1. An initial or reassessment IRAS score indicating Low Risk

2. All goals, objectives, and expectations of the program have been met

3. Consensus of the Veterans Treatment Court team

4. Agreement of the Veterans Treatment Court judge

Phase 4 Expectations (minimum of 180 days)

· Attend treatment as required and remain in compliance with the treatment plan.

· Submit to drug and alcohol testing as required. These may be in the form of urine, saliva, and breath tests.

· Remain current on all fees.

· Comply with home visits.

· Engage in contact with Veterans Treatment Court mentor(s).

· Comply with engagement with the Veterans Justice Outreach (VJO) and Veterans Service Officer (VSO).

· Submit medications at case management meetings for pill counts as instructed.  Medications should be submitted in the original pill bottle.  If participants are prescribed a narcotic, they will sign a general release form to communicate with prescribing doctor.

· Refrain from entering a liquor store, bar, tavern, pub, nightclub, casino, or head shop.

· Address education, employment, housing, budgeting, and finances with the case manager if needed.

· Continued implementation of social support network and pro-social activities.

· Attend case management meetings as instructed and be on time for appointments.
-Moderate & High Risk participants will be scheduled monthly.  

· Attend Court Hearings and Peer Support Groups as instructed.  Be on time and dressed appropriately. 

-Moderate & High Risk participants will attend monthly.
· Be sober and drug-free for a minimum of 180 consecutive days.

*Please Note:  Whitley County Veterans Treatment Court Graduation Ceremonies will be held approximately twice per year.  While you will have officially completed your court ordered requirements, it is highly encouraged that you participate in this event.  You will have dedicated 12-24 months of your life to this process by that point, so allow yourself to receive the honor and recognition that you deserve!  Personalized plaques and coins will be handed out and your family and friends are invited to this ceremony as well.

Veteran / Peer Mentors
The Veteran / Peer Mentor Program is an important part of the Veterans Treatment Court Program.  In addition to the VTC Team, a group of volunteers serve in the court as mentors.  These veteran / peer mentors will act as a coach, advisor, guide, role model, and advocate for you while you are in the program.  Mentors will be able to provide support for you in a way that only other veterans can.  Mentors must be a veteran of one of the branches of the US Armed Forces and are not members of the Veterans Treatment Court team.  They will not participate in discussions of your case(s) or make reports to the team regarding your progress.  Only in emergency situations will a mentor report to the team; however, mentors will encourage you to talk openly with the team about problems you are having or relapses in progress.  You are strongly encouraged to utilize the mentor program and interact with the volunteer mentors.  This could be your first step towards building a prosocial network.

* The federal confidentiality law protects any information about a client if the client has applied for or received any alcohol or drug abuse related services, including assessments, diagnosis, detoxification, individual/group counseling, and treatment.
